Robot:  Warm-up or Review Activity

This is a fun game that the students love and ask for a lot.  It can used as a warm-up to a class or as a review at the end of class.  It can be used if there is extra time at the end of class.  The students never tire of playing it.

Needed:  2 chairs and a large open area (more challenging is to leave the classroom in rows which forces the students to give more commands)

One student is chosen to be the robot.

The rest of the students take turns giving the robot oral commands or directions to move from one chair to the other.  The goal is for the class to be successful in getting the robot to move successfully from one chair to the other.  

The first time through, the teacher can be the robot.  It is fun to use a “robot” voice and to do exactly what is asked.  It helps the students to realize how careful they must be in giving the directions so that their robot is not turning left when it should be turning right.  

There may be enough time for one or two robots to have a turn each day meaning that this game can be played over several weeks or even months in order for every student to have a turn to be the robot.
